December meeting guest speaker:

Basic Marine Weather by Mark Thornton
Although Mark Thornton stated the topic of his presentation as basic marine weather, it got complex very fast.  The weather variables he works with such as pressure, temperature, and flow influence each other, creating their own complexity.  Further complications arise when the heat absorbing and dissipating capacities of land versus water become strong influential factors.  Here in the Cleveland area, the complexity of air masses moving into the area over land are further modified by the temperature and characteristics of the three hundred mile long water surface we call the lake. 

Mark’s serious interest in weather sprung from his love for sailing.  He focused his presentation on how to understand a weather forecast so that a boater could personally fill in details to better understand the likely behavior of the variables involved.  For me, I started to gain some real traction on his comments when he presented his explanatory diagrams as three dimensional graphics.  Weather is presented graphically flat on maps drawn in two dimensions or presented as verbal data such as the NOAA weather radio report.  Yet weather is all about the three dimensional movement of air parcels and the influence upon them by land, water, and the temperature gradient of the atmospheric air column.  Being able to visualize the movement of these air parcels in three dimensions and recognize their trends gives one a much greater understanding of what is taking place in the dome overhead.

Mark passed along a number of links to websites containing a rich load of weather information.  A key website is the National Weather Service forecast for the Cleveland area at http://www.erh.noaa.gov/cle/index.php.   More detailed graphics on the national weather systems are at http://www.hpc.ncep.noaa.gov/.   In addition, Mark hosts a weather website with links to various Lake Erie related weather resources http://www.lakeeriewx.com/Presentation/LakeErie.html.  

Mark Thornton’s presentation opened the door to a greater understanding of what is taking place as air masses move in three dimensions through our shoreline area.  I for one now have a richer interpretation of the data presented in the broadcast of a National Weather Service report.
