The following map and directions were borrowed from the BYC web pages at www.berlinyachtclub.com

From the northeast:   From I-90 at SR 11 (Exit 229), follow SR 11 south for about 60 miles (passing by Youngstown, OH) to US-224 (Canfield/Boardman exit). Follow US 224 west for 16.2 miles to SR 14 at Deerfield Circle. Follow SR 14 toward the southeast approximately 3.6 miles to North Benton. Turn Left onto Helsel Rd. (Watch for Dutch Harbor Marina sign.) Then follow directions below...
From the southeast:   Follow I-76 WEST (portions toll) to SR 7 (Exit 16). Then south on SR 7 for 1.4 miles to SR 164. Follow SR 164 southwest 4.4 miles to SR 14. Then go northwest on SR 14 for approximately 19 miles to North Benton, OH. Turn right onto Helsel Rd. (Watch for Dutch Harbor Marina sign.) Then follow directions below...


From the northwest:   Follow I-77 SOUTH to I-480 (Exit 156) Follow I-80 southeast 22.9 miles to SR 14. Then go southeast on SR 14 for approximately 30 miles to Deerfield Circle. Follow SR 14 toward the southeast approximately 3.6 miles to North Benton. Turn left onto Helsel Rd. (Watch for Dutch Harbor Marina sign.) Then follow directions below...

From the southwest:   From I-77 at I-76, follow I-76 EAST 18.5 miles to SR 14 (Exit 43). Follow SR 14 southeast for approximately 12 miles to Deerfield Circle. Continue to follow SR 14 toward the southeast approximately 3.6 miles to North Benton. Turn left onto Helsel Rd. (Watch for Dutch Harbor Marina sign.) Then follow directions below...

AT NORTH BENTON.   Follow Helsel road approximately ¼ mile and bear left onto Hartzell Road. Follow Hartzell till road turns sharp right. You bear left onto the gravel road (North View Dr.) to Berlin Yacht Club, or continue right around the bend to dry sail and launching area.

Paddling the Upper Cuyahoga

This mess-about was looking frightful with Mother Nature crying for the past month and swelling the river by 4 feet just a few days before the outing.  I received a few calls with some real concern but I assured everyone that there is no gradient here and we would be fine.  In fact, the high water makes for excellent paddling and exploring into areas that you would never see over the summer.  It was good to get out with some of our members and the fine folks at the Three Rivers Chapter of the WCHA.  Below, is the report of this mess-about as told by our member Andy Hutera. 

Crooked River Trip

May 21, 2011
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After what seemed like endless days of rain, ten eager paddlers gathered at Eldon Russell Park on the banks of the upper Cuyahoga River just West of the Ohio-Pensylvania line off of U.S. 422. Our trip was coordinated by Ric Altfather, President of CABBS and chapter member. We were joined by CABBS members father and daughter, Jim & Megan Stumpf and Jim Batteiger. Jim and Megan each paddled boats they had built with Jim paddling a lovely little solo canoe and Megan proudly paddling a raspberry colored skin on frame kayak that she had built. It is suspected she chose the color to coordinate with her pretty red hair.
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Jim Batteiger and Ric paddled together in Ric’s Chestnut Pal and were our tour guides as we floated down the flood stage river. At one point we gathered near a large beaver lodge and Jim and Ric told us stories of their younger days along the Cuyahoga when the river actually did burn on many occasions as a result of huge amounts of industrial waste being dumped in the river by the steel mills and other heavy industries along the river. 

There was virtually no current on the swollen river as there is practically no gradient on this stretch. As we paddled along we were joined by many others who were taking advantage of the long awaited beautiful Spring weather. With the river in flood stage, we occasionally paddled through the flooded woods. We took a nice side trip up a creek which feeds in just beyond the put in point. We were followed by a large group of inexperienced paddlers who thought we were heading down the main channel. Once we got them all turned around, we had the creek to ourselves and enjoyed a quiet paddle into a cool remote area. 

We paddled about five or six miles downstream to the U.S. 422 bridge. There we took a break and then headed back upstream to the park. There we all enjoyed a great picnic lunch and good conversation. Ten weary happy paddlers departed for home after resting up a bit from a fairly long paddle. Many thanks to our friends at CABBS for arranging a very enjoyable trip.

It is a 16 ft fiberglass sloop with a small cabin the brand is called
a Cortez and it was made by Recreational Products in the mid 1970's.
The hull is in good condition but it needs paint which I have
purchased and I will provide the paint to he buyer.  I removed the
deck to paint the inside and I have not yet glued the deck back on, so
the deck needs to be glued down and riveted.  The sails and the mast
are in good shape but some of hardware needs to be replaced, the
aluminum boom has a crack in it but it has not been a problem while
sailing but I have not had it out in strong winds.  I really hate to
give this up because it was going to be a fun project and fun to sail
once completed.
